It should be noted that recent studies have demonstrated
that the rat may be particularly sensitive to high levels of toxicity dusts such as titanium
dioxide. Epidemiology studies do not suggest an increased risk of cancer in humans from
occupational exposure to titanium dioxide. If the product is a coating or dispersion
containing titanium dioxide where the titanium dioxide is bound in the product matrix, it is
not likely to result in significant airborne exposure unless the product itself is sprayed or
otherwise dispersed in air.
